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Never before in the history of the world have businessmen traveled so much as they
do today. It is not surprising because we are living in a world of growing international trade and
expanding economic and technical cooperation. Fascinating though it is for tourist travelling,
however, has become the most tiring of all the occupations for many businessmen and experts.

There are
plenty of good hotels, motels, and guest houses, in the world, conveniently located for major
business centers. Many developing countries, such as India, Egypt, Nigeria, Libya, etc have
excellent hotels. Their numerous facilities include both: large and small cocktail barber’s shops
and conference halls, equipped with simultaneous, multilingual translation systems. There are
parking areas which can accommodate a lot of cars. It might be useful for travelling businessmen
and tourists to know that tailor shops, shoe repair shops and laundry, dry cleaning services are
available for guests. People in the office help guests to book train or steamer tickets and rent
a car. They are also ready to give all necessary information.

Nowadays people who go on business mostly travel by air as itis the fastest means
of travelling. Passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2 hours before departure time
on international flights and an hour on domestic flights as there must be enough time to complete
the necessary airport formalities. Passengers must register their tickets, weigh in and register the
luggage. Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel: first class and economy class which
is cheaper. Each passenger of more than 2 years of age has a free luggage allowance. Generally
this limit is 20kg for economic class passenger and 30kg for first class passenger. Excess
luggage must be paid for except for some articles that can be carried free of charge. Each
passenger is given a boarding pass to be shown at departure gate and again to the stewardess
when boarding the plane. Watch the electric sign flashes when you are on board, when the
«Fasten Seat Belts» sign goes on do it promptly and also obey the «No Smokingy» signal. Do not

forget your personal effects when leaving the plane.

Business Trips

Never before in the history of the world have businessmen traveled so much as they
do today. It is not surprising because we are living in a world of growing international trade and

expanding economic and technical cooperation. Fascinating though it is for tourist travelling,
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however, has become the most tiring of all the occupations for many businessmen and experts.
Choosing a comfortable hotel to stay at is, therefore, a matter of some importance. There are
plenty of good hotels, motels, and guest houses, in the world, conveniently located for major
business centers. Many developing countries, such as India, Egypt, Nigeria, Libya, etc have
excellent hotels. Their numerous facilities include both: large and small cocktail barber’s shops
and conference halls, equipped with simultaneous, multilingual translation systems. There are
parking areas which can accommodate a lot of cars. It might be useful for travelling businessmen
and tourists to know that tailor shops, shoe repair shops and laundry, dry cleaning services are
available for guests. People in the office help guests to book train or steamer tickets and rent
a car. They are also ready to give all necessary information.

Nowadays people who go on business mostly travel by air as itis the fastest means
of travelling. Passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2 hours before departure time
on international flights and an hour on domestic flights as there must be enough time to complete
the necessary airport formalities. Passengers must register their tickets, weigh in and register the
luggage. Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel: first class and economy class which
is cheaper. Each passenger of more than 2 years of age has a free luggage allowance. Generally
this limit is 20kg for economic class passenger and 30kg for first class passenger. Excess
luggage must be paid for except for some articles that can be carried free of charge. Each
passenger is given a boarding pass to be shown at departure gate and again to the stewardess
when boarding the plane. Watch the electric sign flashes when you are on board, when the
«Fasten Seat Belts» sign goes on do it promptly and also obey the «No Smoking» signal. Do not
forget your personal effects when leaving the plane.

My Work at The Foreign Trade Company

Hello, my name is Maxim Sviridov. I work as a manager at the «Star tour» company.
It is Russian company which works on the business travel market. Two weeks ago I was sent
by the administration of our company to London where I studied the English travel companies,
their traditions, their marketing and management. Now my business trip is coming to the end and
I want to share with you my impressions of English business world. First of all English
businessmen are well known all over the world for their honesty and decency. If an Englishman
gives you his word he will keep it in any case. Besides that, nothing can prevent him from
refusing the once taken decision. Of course, there are some exclusions, but they are so rare that

nobody should put attention on them.
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During the last two weeks my working day was approximately the same. Early in the
morning I took ataxi to my hosts’ headquarters, which is situated in the City — the business
heart of London. First of all I usually asked Ms. Lapital — my secretary if there were any letters
or cables for me. Then she gave me my correspondence and fresh newspapers and I followed
to my office-room. There I studied all documents that had come for my name and wrote a short
report about previous business day and then faxed it to my native company in Vladivostok. After
that I went to Mr. Forsberg’s office-room to get tasks for the new day and ask some questions
about their company, its history, traditions, clients, and so on. After that I usually did what
Mr. Forsberg asked. My usual job was meeting with potential clients, discussing their rest plans
and offering the services of Mr. Forsberg’s company. I usually met with 10 or 12 people a day.
They were representatives of different social groups and communicating with them increased
my knowledge of England and Englishmen, their psychology greatly. This business trip was
a great chance for me and I hope [ used this chance fully. Now I know alot about Western
business world, about travel business and this knowledge will, of course, help my in my future
career.

What is a brand? In my opinion, it's not only a trademark of some company, but the name
of certain product we use every day. For example, speaking about coffee most of us say Nescafe,
but not 'coffee’. This short example also illustrates the main aim of producers - to create brand
popularity, so that most of people would recognize the product among the competitors products.
Advertising campaigns are launched to enhance brand awareness, that's why sometimes brand
costs more than the whole company, for example one day of advertising at Yandex website
(what is called by Yandex sales managers as 'increasing brand popularity') costs $20000.
Recognition of a brand or, how it's called, brand awareness helps people to find the necessary
size, quantity, taste, especially, when they are in another country and don't know the local
products' specifications. What qualities should brand name possess? First of all, it should be eye-
catching. NameLab, company, which creates brand names, gives an example of 7-Up Company,
which lost $120 millions using name 'Lyke Cola' as a brand name first time after launching its
product. Lexicon Company was more original, creating brand name 'Pentium' for the Intel
Processor: "We've got '-ium' from the scientific text - founder of Lexicon says, - and multiplied it
with 'pent'. It sounded very strong, like a real chemical element." Name Sony is based on 'son',
which means sound in most of the countries. As all brand names are registered and protected by

law, no one else can produce the same product under such brand name. It's a very hard to create a
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new brand name, as more than 365000 brands were registered in October, 2000 by American
Patent Organization, whereas Oxford dictionary consists of 615100 words, so some companies
use brand stretching - using a leader-brand to launch a new product in a new category, e.g.
'Bochkarev' chips. Brands always add value to products. That's why branded products seem to be
more expensive among other ones. But if we pay more, we pay for better quality. All in all,
brands are one of the moving forces of globalisation.

Employment

Getting a job is a very hard period in the life of most people. Companies choose an
employee from hundreds of candidates according to special rules, that's why there're special
'typical' factors, influencing on employer's choice. Among such factors are: age, sex, experience,
family background and marital status, personality and references. If you're to go to an interview
tomorrow, sleep well before it and don't forget your CV at home - is the basic rule. Moreover,
there're some recommendations, which can help you, for example, to read annual report, or
company newspaper of the company to show your understanding of the corporate strategy on the
interview. What's more, you should choose corresponding dress code for the interview. Even
such advices are to help you make a good impression; some companies don't want to hire a man,
who follows every advice. To illustrate this, I can quote Artemiy Lebedev, the most famous
Russian web-designer: "If you enclose a standard stupid resume, written by the rules of
American bureaucracy, we would delete it immediately after receiving. If your CV is composed
according to all rules, we wouldn't choose you, as we might think, that your profession is to
acquire a job". After getting a job, you may have some unexpected troubles with boss, too: e.g. if
you dye your hair or wear something not appropriate. The best solution of such situation is to ask
a trade union for advice, which can always help you in your fight with an employer. Of course, if
you affect company discipline not coming in time or working badly, your dismissal wouldn't be
unfair. To conclude, I can say that it is sometimes hard not only to get a job, but also to work in
the staff, and if you don't want to be laid off, you should follow company rules, it is a must.

Finding permanent or summer employment is often a difficult and confusing process,

with hectic deadlines, stress-inducing interviews, and unfamiliar rules of etiquette. However, by
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becoming familiar with the recruiting schedule and process it is possible to land the perfect job
with little effort.

1. Write a CV/resume

The first step is to compose a CV/resume. Many word processing programs, including
Word and Framemaker, have resume templates. Searching on the Internet will yield both
personal CV/resume posted online in addition to the many sites which describe how to write a
CV/resume. The most important information to include is relevant professional and class
experience. Large laboratory or research projects can be listed as experience as well, especially if
teamwork and problem solving were involved.

Less important but still significant is a list of skills such as computer competence and
foreign languages, as well as awards or honors. Finally, be sure to include contact information,
including your phone number, street address, e-mail address, and web page URL.

Resumes traditionally open with a purpose or objective. this is a two or three sentence
overview of your skills, qualities, hopes, and plans. But this trend is increasingly becoming
optional, as the statement doesn't do a good job in differentiating students.

Sometimes to apply for a job, the employer will send you an application form. You
should still use a cover letter, and send your CV/resume also unless told not to. Application
forms need as much care to write as CVs/Resumes. Plan everything you will say on a separate
piece of paper. Only complete the real form when you are exactly sure what is the best thing to
say. Follow the directions and keep the form neat.

2. Write a cover letter

Often companies will require a cover letter along with a CV/resume. The letter should
demonstrate an understanding of what the company does and why you would be an asset to it.
Indicate how you heard about the company and that you are seeking an interview. This is a
chance to stand out from the many CVs/resumes that the company is undoubtedly receiving, so
be sure to emphasize why you stand out.

British religion used to be closely connected with kings, queens and politics. England was
a Roman Catholic country until 1534. In 1525 King Henry VIII decided to divorce his queen,
Catherine of Aragon, because he fell in love with Anne Boleyn. But when Henry asked the Pope
for permission to divorce Catherine, he refused. Henry was so angry with the Pope that he ended
all contact between England and Rome. He divorced Catherine of Aragon without the Pope's

permission and married Anne Boleyn.
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In 1534 Parliament named Henry head of the Church of England. This was the beginning
of the Anglican Church. The Anglican Church did not start as a Protestant Church and Henry
certainly did not regard himself as a Protestant. However the Protestant movement in Europe was
growing very strong at that time. When Henry quarreled with Rome and ordered the Bible to be
translated into English, the way was open for Protestantism to spread in England. Over the next
years many people changed to this new religion. In 1553 Mary, Henry's daughter by Catherine of
Aragon, became Queen of England. The country re-entered the Roman Church, because she was
a Roman Catholic. Protestants were glad when Mary died, because while she was Queen, many
Protestants were burned for their beliefs. After Marry, Elizabeth became head of the Anglican
Church and Roman Catholicism was never again the official religion in England. The Church of
England is still the established church in England nowadays. But in spite of the great variety of
forms of worship, only a minority of people regularly go to church in Britain today. Most people
see Sunday more as a day for relaxing with the family or for doing jobs around the house and the
garden.

Parliament is the most important authority in Britain. Parliament first met in the 13th
century. Britain does not have a written constitution, but a set of laws. In 1689 Mary II and
William III became the first constitutional monarchs. They could rule only with the support of
the Parliament. Technically Parliament is made up of three parts: the Monarch, the House of
Lords and the House of Commons. The continuity of the English monarchy has been interrupted
only once during the Cromwell republic. Succession to the throne is hereditary but only for
Protestants in the direct line of descent. Formally the monarch has a number of roles. The
monarch is expected to be politically neutral, and should not make political decisions.
Nevertheless, the monarch still performs some important executive and legislative duties
including opening and dissolving Parliament, signing bills passed by both Houses and fulfilling
international duties as head of state. The present sovereign is Queen Elizabeth II who was
crowned in Westminster Abbey in 1953.

The House of Lords comprises about 1 200 peers. The house is presided over by the Lord
Chancellor. The House of Lords has no real power but acts as an advisory council for the House
of Commons. As well as having legislative functions, the Lords is the highest court of appeal.
The House of Commons consists of Members of Parliament who are elected by the adult
suffrage of the British people in general elections which are held at least every five years. The

country is divided into 650 constituencies each of which elects one Member of Parliament.
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The Commons, therefore, has 650 Members of Parliament. The party which wins the
most seats forms the Government and its leader becomes the Prime Minister. The functions of
Commons are legislation and security of government activities. The house is presided over by
the Speaker. The government party sits on the Speaker's right while on his left sit the members of
the opposition.

Mankind long believed that, whatever we did, the Earth would remain much the same.
We know now that is untrue. Nature is under threat. One country's pollution can be every
country's problem. So we all need to work together to safeguard our environment. We have a
moral duty to look after our planet and hand it on in good order to future generation. That does
not mean trying to halt economic growth. We need growth to give us the means to live better and
healthier lives. We must not sacrifice our future well-being for short-term gains, nor pile up
environmental debts which will burden our children. Where there are real threats to our planet
we have to take great care. Prevention can often be better and cheaper than cure. But

action in Britain is not enough. The Government will play a full part in working out
international solutions through bodies like the United Nations, the World Bank, the Organisation
for Economic Co-operation and Development, and the European

Community. The British Government will aim: inheritance; to encourage the more
prudent and efficient use of energy and other resources; to make sure that Britain's air and water
are clean and safe, and that controls over wastes and pollution are maintained and strengthened
where necessary. The world's population doubled between 1950 and 1987. More people means
more mouths to feed, and that demands more agricultural land. That in turn can lead to
deforestation and soil erosion.

By burning forests, draining wet lands, polluting water courses and overfishing mankind
is rapidly driving many species to extinction. The Government is supporting international efforts
for a global agreement to protect species of plant and animal life. The Government is also
supporting projects to conserve endangered species of wild life such as the black rhino and the
African elephants.

Action Taken

Britain attaches particular importance to the environmental policy of the European
Community. Much has already been achieved: since Britain joined, the Community has adopted

some 280 environmental measures, including far-reaching-legislation to combat acid rain, curb
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pollution from cars and industry, conserve wildlife and ensure public access to information about
the environment.

The first ingredient of a nation's economic system is its natural resources. The United
States is rich in mineral resources and fertile farm soil, and it is blessed with a moderate climate.
It also has extensive coastlines on both the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, as well as on the Gulf of
Mexico. Rivers flow from far within the continent, and the Great Lakes -- five large, inland lakes
along the U.S. border with Canada -- provide additional shipping access. These extensive
waterways have helped shape the country's economic growth over the years and helped bind
America's 50  individual  states  together in a  single economic  unit.
The second ingredient is labor, which converts natural resources into goods.
The number of available workers and, more importantly, their productivity help determine the
health of an economy. Throughout its history, the United States has experienced steady growth
in the labor force, and that, in turn, has helped fuel almost constant economic expansion. Until
shortly after World War I, most workers were immigrants from Europe, their immediate
descendants, or African-Americans whose ancestors were brought to the Americas as slaves. In
the early years of the 20th century, large numbers of Asians immigrated to the United States,
while many Latin American immigrants came in later years. Although the United States has
experienced some periods of high unemployment and other times when labor was in short
supply, immigrants tended to come when jobs were plentiful. Often willing to work for
somewhat lower wages than acculturated workers, they generally prospered, earning far more
than they would have in their native lands. The nation prospered as well, so that the economy
grew fast enough to absorb even more newcomers. The quality of available labor -- how hard
people are willing to work and how skilled they are -- is at least as important to a country's
economic success as the number of workers. In the early days of the United States, frontier life
required hard work, and what is known as the Protestant work ethic reinforced that trait. A strong
emphasis on education, including technical and vocational training, also contributed to America's
economic success, as did a willingness to experiment and to change. Labor mobility has likewise
been important to the capacity of the American economy to adapt to changing conditions. When
immigrants flooded labor markets on the East Coast, many workers moved inland, often to
farmland waiting to be tilled. Similarly, economic opportunities in industrial, northern cities
attracted black Americans from southern farms in the first half of the 20th century. Labor-force

quality continues to be an important issue.

My daily routine is a bit different now that I'm working freelance, but when I was
working regularly at the newspaper, I would start the day by getting up about half past seven,
have a shower, brush my teeth, put in my contact lenses and try to listen to the radio at eight
o’clock, because they have fifteen minutes of news in English which was useful for my work. If
there were any news stories I was interested in, I would quickly jot down the information and
then follow it up at work. Then I would go to work, and may be get a cake or something on the
way, if [ hadn’t had time for breakfast, or buy some fruit from a little stall on the street. Quite
often I walked to work, which only took about twenty minutes. It was a good way to wake up,
and I’d buy a newspaper on the way so I could read about what was happening in this country, as
it used to be my task to write about the political comings and goings.

When I go to work, I was usually one of the first people there, which was quite nice
because it meant I could make up a cup of tea — being English of course, I drink tea all the time.
Next I’d read the newspaper, and then I’d start working on certain tasks that I’d have to do every
week for the newspaper, like writing some short news briefs or going through the papers to find
any interesting juicy stories. The things they liked were murders, bank robberies and things like
that.

Then I usually had a few interviews to do, and afterwards I’d write them up on the
computer, and at some point I’d go out for lunch. I liked to just go out to the market and get
some vegetables. I used to be a vegetarian in England but it’s not quite so easy here. Well, it’s
not only it’s easy, I actually quite liked meat, in Hungary 1 had an excuse, to try all of the
different types of meat produce.

Outside Euroffice.com.uk’s offices in south London is a poster showing Martin Luther
king saying: “I have a dream.”

It was put there by George Karibian, founder of the company that calls itself the UK’s
biggest online office supplier. It’s an important message for his young, eager employees, with
their designer jeans and spiky hair. Most likely none of them expected their careers to involve
selling such dull items as pens, paper and other office supplies to small businesses. Even Mr

Karibian admits he got there almost by accident.
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His company has thrived, even after the dotcom bubble burst and he spent more than a
year struggling to raise cash to keep it going. Partly that is because he sold a dream — to himself,
his employees, his suppliers, and his financial backers, which kept them all on his side. With
over confidence typical of the dot-com era, he was convinced he was building not an office
products supplier, but “the next Google.”

To raise money, Mr Karibian was forced to surrender control of the business to a venture
capital company, Net Partners, which has provided £2m in funding. Other dotcom competitors
who received fortunes during the bubble years burned through the cash and went out of business.
But the Wharton graduate paid fanatical attention to detail. From day one he scrutinized every
aspect of cash management, the value of his marketing expenditure, the functioning of his
website and the efficiency of an internet business.

Mr Karibian also set in place disciplines that he believes saved his business where others
failed. The first was marketing, crucial to an online business that can only survive if clients come
to its site and stay there. Clients making big purchases are send gifts. “I hate gifts. But the

numbers tells us they work,” Mr Karibian says.
